Settlement

1. In relation to the signal crossing cited by the claimant in the form ODE15 and in the written submission of the claimant the first respondent agrees the following:-

(a) This respondent will switch back on audible signals at junctions where the APS poles are at least 3 metres apart.

(b) In relation to APS poles that are less than 3 metres apart this respondent will adopt the following policy measures in order of preference

· This respondent will consider where practicable running the pedestrian signal stages together. 

· This respondent will consider where practicable moving said APS poles so that they are at least or greater than 3 metres apart. 

· Where neither of those options is deemed practicable by this respondent this respondent will adopt actions, such as the installation of tactile only devices or other devices, while taking into account any submission of the NCBI in relation to such action.

2. This respondent to have consultation with the NCBI in relation to audible traffic signal crossings where there are significant changes or developments affecting vision impaired persons and where in particular a policy decision is made to switch off APS devices, or where this respondent considers changing the policy outlined at 1.b. Such consultation to require this respondent to call on NCBI to make such submission as necessary within a reasonable time and to take into account such submission before any decision is made. 

In any event, the management of DCC to meet with the management of NCBI for a minimum of twice yearly meetings. 

3. This respondent to pay the claimant €4,000 in compensation in full and final settlement of the claims herein to be paid within 14 days of this Settlement. 

4. This settlement is without admission of liability. 

5. This settlement is as between the claimant and Dublin City Council only. The claimant to withdraw all claims as against the other respondents.
