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Role Play - Responding to anger.

First Option: Paul is in his mid seventies and visually impaired. The other person plays the visiting volunteer on her/his second visit. When s/he arrives she is greeted by an angry response from Paul who is hostile, monosyllabic and then accuses her/him of stealing money from him on the last visit.

Second option: Betty has been made redundant due to sudden sight loss and is very agitated. She is in her forties and feels she has been very unfairly treated. She wants to retaliate by taking her employers to Court, but has been advised against this by her solicitor due to the nature of her work which involved close eye work as a machinist. You sympathise, but don’t want to generate false hope.
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
